The following is a summary of the proceedings of this meeting.  It is not intended to be a 
verbatim translation. 

Chair Rhoads called Meeting to Order at 5:30 P.M. 
Invocation by Commissioner Sears; Pledge of Allegiance by Commissioner Crisp. 

A. CONSENT ITEMS 

Item 1: Approval of Minutes: Work session and the regular meeting of July 6, 2015. 

Approved by general consent. 

B. ACTION ITEMS 

Item 2: Z-FY-15-22 – Hold a public hearing to discuss and recommend action on a rezoning 
from Multiple Family Two District (MF2) to Neighborhood Service District (NS) on Lot 
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4, Block 3, The Groves At Lakewood Ranch Phase I, on the west side of Clinite Grove 
Boulevard and bordered on the west by Starlight Drive.  

Mr. Brian Chandler, Director of Planning, stated this item is scheduled for City Council for first 
reading on August 6, 2015 and for second reading on August 20, 2015. 

The applicant is John Kiella and he is requesting rezoning from MF2 to NS, the least intensive 
commercial zoning district. The subject property is located north of existing NS zoned property. 

The Future Land Use and Character Map designate the property as Suburban Residential 
which is not in compliance. However, Staff supports the request and Mr. Chandler will explain 
supporting reasons further on in the presentation. 

Clinite Grove Boulevard was reclassified from a Local street to a Collector earlier this year and 
the upgraded standards have already been done to a section of Clinite. Clinite Grove 
Boulevard would be extended all the way to city limit boundaries. The single family 
development proposed would back up to this Collector, not front it. No homes would be facing 
the commercial property if the rezoning is approved. 

Choices ’08 Comprehensive Plan states: 

13. Smaller-scale neighborhood retail and service uses should be located at 
intersections of collector and arterial streets and at the edge of logical 
neighborhood areas – or within neighborhoods where suitable sites exist and 
conditions are appropriate to balance compatibility with convenience. 

This definition meets exactly what the applicant and developer are proposing. 

Clinite Grove is designated as a Collector by the Thoroughfare Plan and exceeds the 
minimum standards and West Adams is classified as a Major Arterial. 

The Trails Master Plan identifies a citywide spine trail along Adams Avenue. No trails 
are proposed within the site and the nearest north/south trail is along Starlight Drive. 

The property is served by an existing six-inch water line and an existing eight-inch wastewater 
line. 

Surrounding properties include undeveloped land to the south zoned NS, undeveloped land to 
the north zoned Single Family Two (SF2), undeveloped land to the west zoned Single Family 
One (SF1), and residential (Windmill Farms) to the east zoned SF2. 

NS allowed and prohibited uses are cited along with development standards. 

The rezoning request complies with the Thoroughfare Plan, the Trails Master Plan and 
Sidewalk Ordinance, and development patterns are consistent with the City’s infrastructure 
and public utilities are available to serve the site. 

The request is not in compliance with the Future Land Use and Character Map. 
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Forty-seven notices were mailed out. Five notices were received in favor (represents 19 
different properties due to multiple ownership) and two notices were received in opposition. 

Staff recommends approval as submitted of the rezoning from MF-2 to NS on +/- 12.999 acres 
located at 301 Clinite Grove Boulevard.  The proposed rezoning demonstrates the following: 

1. Compliance with Choices ‘08 Comprehensive Plan Land Use Policies; 
2. Compatibility with surrounding zoning and land uses; and 
3. Compliance with the Thoroughfare Plan and Master Trails Plan. 

Chair Rhoads opened the public hearing. 

Mr. John Kiella, 11122 White Rock Drive, Temple, Texas, and represents the owner, Blackland 
Capital. A project similar to Waterford Park and Bentwood is anticipated with mostly 2,500 to 
3,500 square foot office buildings. If approved, a subdivision reflecting low-density office 
development will be coming in the future. 

There being no further speakers, Chair Rhoads closed the public hearing. 

Commissioner Fettig made a motion to approve Item 2, Z-FY-15-22, and Commissioner Sears 
made a second.

Item 3: P-FY-15-32 - Consider and take action on the Final Plat of West Adams Addition 
Phase III, a 5.077 +/- acre 3-lot, 2- block, non-residential subdivision situated in the 
Nancy Chance Survey, Abstract 5, Bell County, Texas, located on the south side of 
West Adams Avenue and west of South Kegley Road.  

Ms. Tammy Lyerly, Senior Planner, stated the applicant has not requested any exceptions to 
the Unified Development Code (UDC) so the P&Z Commission would be the final authority on 
the plat. 

The Development Review Committee (DRC) reviewed the plat on June 4, 2015 and July 9, 
2015.  It was deemed administratively complete on July 14, 2015. 

A 50-foot wide private access easement is proposed from West Adams Avenue between Lot 1, 
Block 1 and Lot 1, Block 2. 

A private access easement runs through Lots 1 and 2, Block 2, along West Adams Avenue 
frontage. 

The plat reflects a note for a six-foot wide sidewalk required along West Adams Avenue, a 
major arterial (UDC Section 8.2.3). 

Lot 1, Block 1 reflects a 20-foot wide trail easement, per the Citywide Trails Master Plan, which 
call for an eight-foot wide trail along Pepper Creek. 
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Water services will be available through a new eight-inch water line in a 20-foot wide utility 
easement along West Adams Avenue, through Lots 1 and 2, Block 2 and across the private 
access easement to Lot 1, Block1. 

Sewer services will be provided through an eight-inch sewer main in the proposed 15-foot wide 
drainage and utility easement running along the south end of Blocks 1 and 2. 

Staff recommends approval of the Final Plat of West Adams Addition, Phase III. 

Ms. Lyerly confirmed that the access easement on the north along West Adams will connect 
the parking lot from Stripes to the subject lots. 

Ms. Lyerly confirmed that the western lot was a buildable lot even though it was located in the 
flood plain. 

Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve Item 3, P-FY-15-32, as stated, and 
Commissioner Mikeska-Reed made a second.

The agenda for this meeting was posted on the bulletin board at the Municipal 
Building in compliance with the Open Meetings Law. 

The following is a summary of the proceedings of this meeting.  It is not intended to be a 
verbatim translation. 

With a quorum present, Chair Rhoads opened the work session at 4:48 p.m. and asked 
Mr. David Blackburn, President of the TEDC, to proceed. 
Mr. Blackburn presented an overview of TEDC and a glimpse into the projects going on 
within TEDC and within the City of Temple. 
The vision for the Comprehensive Plan is, in part, to Choose Temple. Choose Temple is 
TEDC’s mission and vision and TEDC would like businesses to choose Temple when 
looking to expand or relocate. 
TEDC was formed in the mid-80’s and the Board of Directors are shown. At the time it 
was created, it was a 501C 3 Non-Profit organization and is now a 501C 6 Non-Profit 
organization and is separate and apart from the City. However, they are the economic 
development arm for the City and have a contract with the City to provide economic 
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development services. The City is TEDC’s sole source of funding and the only entity 
TEDC works for. 
Snapshot of the Economy: When talking with businesses at trade shows or various 
industries, taxes are high on the list of conversation topics--What type of taxes are in 
Temple? The State Income Tax is 0 percent; Sales Tax 8.25 percent; 2014 Property 
Tax is $2.63 (per $100 of assessed value); and Unemployment Rate is 3.6 percent. 
The unemployment rate can be a two edged sword: Some employers want to know how 
they will hire anyone. On the other hand, it is a good thing to have the unemployment 
rate low. 
The Sales Tax Revenue is healthy. The forecast is $21M in FY15 budget, about an 11 
percent increase and about an eight percent increase budgeted for next year. 
Single family home permits: If things stay on pace for the next three months of this fiscal 
year and Temple continues to do an average of what has been done for the past three 
years, the city will have the best year in at least a decade for single family home 
permits. 
Cost of living is important to employers. If you have a low cost of living, normally that 
means there is probably lower wages than other parts of the country.  
Average earnings in Bell County and Temple: $51K and $54.6K, respectively and close 
to the state average. 
There are approximately 57,770 full and part-time jobs in Temple which is the highest 
number in the county, excluding DOD (Dept. of Defense) jobs. The job center is located 
in Temple and has been for a long time. 
Population in 2014 was approximately 76,744 and in 2015 it is just under 78,000. 
TEDC focuses on the following target industries: Advanced manufacturing, 
Logistics/distribution, Health and life sciences, Software development, services/support, 
and Back office and telecom support. These industries are, in part, already located here 
and it makes sense to build on existing strengths. 
Business recruitment is done mainly by trade shows and site selector events. A new 
helpful tool is Site Certification which include research/discussion topics such as site 
profile, site physical description, transportation, environmental, utilities, and community 
information. 
TEDC gets the majority of business prospects from trade shows and the Governor’s 
Office. 
The top 10 jobs in demand (as of 2014): 

1. Healthcare Support Occupations 
2. Health Diagnosing and Treating Practitioners 
3. Nursing, Psychiatric, and Home Health Aides 
4. Preschool, Primary, Secondary, and Special Education Teachers 
5. Other Personal care and Service Workers 
6. Health Technologists and Technicians 
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7. Food and Beverage Serving Workers 
8. Secretaries and Administrative Assistants 
9. Information and Record Clerks 
10. Retail Sales Workers 

Workforce drives the economy and Temple is no different. Fifty-four percent of Temple 
companies are increasing employee training. The top Bachelor’s Occupations are 
located within Temple. 
TEDC talks with businesses throughout the year and in 2014 they talked with 
approximately 44 different businesses. Of those 44 businesses, 36 percent of the 44 
were companies with 0-50 employees; 12 percent had more than 500 employers. All of 
them were Temple based industries. The company size breakdowns enable Temple 
EDC to learn more about the primary employers, while helping to identify commonalities 
and trends from employers and labor data.  
Executive feedback: The top three strengths for Temple were location, cost of doing 
business, and community leadership. 
Challenges: According to companies surveyed, opportunities for improvement within the 
community are infrastructure particularly highway construction, and skilled worker 
supply were cited as the biggest hurdles for Temple to overcome. 
Workforce ready graduates: the folks coming into the workforce (for whatever reason) 
are not necessarily geared and ready for the job they are stepping into. The skill set that 
the system has pushed through does not necessarily match the skill set of the 
employers since the workforce and industries constantly change. 
Temple EDC joined the Killeen-Temple-Fort Hood MSA, Waco MSA and Milam County 
to form a regional partnership called Grand Central Texas Economic Development. 
Selected Announcements and Expansions for the past 24 months were briefly 
discussed along with Future Announcements and Openings were briefly covered. 
Mr. Blackburn discussed the FY-2013-FY-2015 Project Locations in Temple. Fourteen 
projects are on the list; ten of the 14 are located north of Adams and nine of the 14 are 
located in the Industrial Park.  There are four businesses located south of Adams and 
three of them deal in retail. The majority of TEDC’s investments have been in the 
Industrial Park. Three of the businesses are located along the Interstate and include 
Baylor Scott & White (distribution center), Buc-ee’s (retail), and Temple Tag 
(manufacturing). 
TEDC staff members were shown and copies of the Annual and Business reports were 
given to the Commissioners. 
Chair Rhoads adjourned the meeting at 5:27 P.M.

ITEM DESCRIPTION: I-FY-15-04 – Consider adopting a resolution authorizing an Appeal of Standards 
to Sec. 6.7 of the Unified Development Code related to the I-35 Corridor Overlay Zoning District for 
landscaping for a proposed distribution center at 5141 N. General Bruce Drive. 
 
The applicant has requested an appeal to the following Overlay landscaping standards (justification 
shown in parentheses): 

1. Sec. 6.7.5.E.8.f: 2 to 4 foot berms need to cover a minimum of 50 percent of front landscape 
buffer area (the majority of frontage is in the floodplain and will include a retaining wall) 

2. Sec. 6.7.8.C: 10 percent of site must be landscaped and irrigated (7 percent is proposed; 
however, when floodplain is removed from calculations, 10.6 percent of site is landscaped and 
irrigated) 

3. Sec. 6.7.5.E.8.a: Number of 3-inch trees in front landscape buffer (61 required; 57 provided 
outside of floodplain and within an expanded buffer width) 

4. Sec. 6.7.5.E.9.a: parking lot screening (parking lot cannot be seen from the roadway, but will still 
include the required landscape islands every 10 spaces with trees) 

 
The proposal complies with the following standards: 

 Tree preservation 
 Side and rear landscaping buffer requirements 
 Signage 
 Front Landscape buffer requirements: 

o 35-foot width 
o Required number and size of trees 
o At least 60% of trees must be evergreen 
o At least 20% of buffer must contain native grasses or wildflowers 

 Building materials (combination of architectural metal and painted tilt wall) 
 Must include at least 3 of the architectural elements listed on page 6-83 of the UDC (design 

includes overhangs, recesses or projections and display windows) 
 Earth-tone colors for buildings 
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The applicant has exceeded the following I-35 Corridor Overlay requirements, as well: 
 Exceeds the 35-foot front buffer width in some locations. 

 
ADDITIONAL BACKGROUND:  The property was zoned Light Industrial and had a Conditional Use 
Permit (CUP) approved for a Distribution Center use at the August 20, 2015 City Council meeting.  The 
Baylor Scott & White distribution center would provide hospitals throughout the BS&W system with 
medical supplies. 
 
Staff has had two meetings with the project design team: 

1. An interdepartmental meeting to address engineering, fire access, zoning, platting, permitting 
and I-35 corridor overlay zoning compliance (May 28, 2015) 

2. A follow-up design review meeting with Planning staff to discuss the final design proposal (July 
14, 2015) 

 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  Staff recommends approval of the appeal as submitted based on the 
following reason: 

 Applicant has been working closely with staff to develop a compromise on the landscaping that 
would meet the intent of the I-35 Corridor Overlay standards to beautify the corridor, while also 
utilizing a landscape pallet that: 

1. Conserves water on the 64-acre site, which is potentially the largest undeveloped site 
within the I-35 Corridor Overlay;  

2. Utilizes the preservation of existing significant trees; 
3. Combines native wildflowers and grasses to create a more natural look; 
4. Is compatible with the significant floodplain area on the site; and 
5. Clusters the trees and other more ornamental landscaping around the development 

entrance.

ITEM DESCRIPTION:  P-FY-14-36 Consider and recommend action on the final plat of Phillips 
Addition, a 0.82, 1-lot, 1-block residential subdivision, with a developer-requested exception to 
Section 8.1.3A.7 of the Unified Development Code (UDC) related to required fire hydrants, situated in 
the George Lindsey Survey, Abstract 513, in Bell County, Texas, located on the west side of Brown 
Lane, south of FM 2305, in Temple's western Extra-Territorial Jurisdiction (ETJ). 
 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  Staff recommends approval of the Final Plat of Phillips Addition 
subdivision; and 

 
Staff recommends approval of the requested exception to Section 8.1.3A.7 of the Unified 
Development Code relating to required fire hydrants because: 
 
 1. The proposed plat is not within the City’s fire district; 
 2. No waterline is available in Brown Lane; 

3. Existing water line in the rear of the property is inadequately sized to support a fire 
hydrant; 

4. The City has not set forth plans to annex the area proposed for platting in the City’s    
Municipal Annexation plan; and 

5. The Fire Marshal recommends approval of the Exception. 
 
 
ITEM SUMMARY: The Final Plat for Phillips Addition subdivision, a 1-lot, 1-block, residential 
subdivision is located on Brown Lane south of FM 2305 within the City of Temple’s Extra Territorial 
Jurisdiction (ETJ).  As such, a subdivision is required by the City of Temple as well as Bell County. 
The need for the plat was identified by Bell County, when the applicant had requested a septic permit.    
 
The Development Review Committee reviewed the Final Plat for Phillips Addition subdivision on June 
25, 2014. The plat was deemed administratively complete on August 6, 2015.   
 
The delay was a result of the necessary preparation and recordation of a private maintenance 
agreement for Brown Lane. Brown Lane is a private access easement and is not a public roadway.  It 
should be noted that correspondence dated May 4, 2015 from the applicant’s attorney indicates that a

Road Maintenance Agreement to include all property owners along Brown Lane was attempted but 
was not successful. The final recorded Road Maintenance Agreement (attached) only includes two 
parties, the Phillips and George Brown, owner of the private access drive.  
 
The roadway maintenance agreement identified routine maintenance responsibilities from the 
intersection of Green Park Drive to the south boundary of the proposed plat. The agreement does not 
relieve the other easement holders, owners of property abutting Brown Lane, of their legal duty to 
maintain the easement. The recording information is shown on the plat.  
 
The property and the surrounding area is served by on-site septic systems. Water is available to the 
site through an existing 2-inch waterline in the rear of the property. The 2-inch waterline is not large 
enough to accommodate placement of a new fire hydrant. Hydrant locations are required within the 
access or roadway, typically in the front of a property and there is currently no waterline available in 
Brown Lane. 
 
In addition, there is an existing 8-inch waterline that feeds into a City-owned water tank, located 
approximately 210-feet north of the subject property’s northern boundary. The 8-inch waterline would 
be the more suitable choice for connection but since there have been no plats processed with earlier 
splits, no hydrant or waterline extension was identified. The problem has been perpetuated by 
multiple un-platted splits in the area. 
 
As a result, the owner is requesting an exception, per the attached letter dated August 6, 2015, to 
UDC Section 8.1.3A.7, relative to the construction and placement of fire hydrants.  
 
Per UDC Section 8.1.3B, fire hydrants will not be required in the City’s Extra-Territorial Jurisdiction 
(ETJ) and can be administratively waived, when all of the following circumstances exist: 
 
 1. The proposed plat is not within the City’s fire district; 
 2. The City does not provide water service to the area proposed for platting; and 

3. The City has not set forth plans to annex the area proposed for platting in the City’s 
Municipal Annexation plan. 

 
In this case, Condition Number 2 cannot be met, since the City provides water service to this location. 
Additionally, the existing water line is inadequately sized but the hydrant is still required. There is no 
waterline in Brown Lane to connect to the hydrant. The Fire Department has reviewed the final plat 
and finds the requested exception acceptable. 
 
A Water Service Agreement between two of the adjoining neighbors has been prepared and is 
pending recordation. It is anticipated that the agreement will be recorded prior to final approval of the 
plat by City Council   
 
The subject property fronts along Brown Lane which is a private road.  It is neither maintained by the 
City nor identified by the City of Temple’s Thoroughfare Plan. The plat shows Brown Lane as 
approximately 30-feet wide.  
 
The City Council is the final plat authority since the applicant has requested an exception UDC 
Section 8.1.3A.7, related to fire hydrants.

The Final Plat of Mungia Subdivision, is a 6-lot, 1- block, residential subdivision, located on the south 
side of Stallion Road, east of Heidenheimer Road in Temple’s eastern Extraterritorial Jurisdiction
